Creating a Windows Form client for your web service
Create a new project and pick the “Windows Application” template.
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Click “OK”
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Expand the size of Form1 

From the toolbox drag 2 buttons and 3 text boxes on to your form so it look something like this:
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Double click the button1 to open the code window
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Windows Form Designer generated code

In the Solution explorer, right click on “References” and select “Add Web Reference” 
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A wizard dialog appears.  In the URL text box type http://100.16.0.181/wsdemo.nsf/domws1?wsdl
And click on “Go”.  When the wizard finds the web service, click on the ”Add Reference” button.
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Navigate to a web service URL (asmx or wsdl) and click Add Reference to add all the available services found at that URL.
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You Solution Explorer window will now list a web reference to WebReference
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Now we move to the code window. Add the bolded 4 lines of code to the button click sub.

Private Sub Button1_Click(ByVal sender As System.Object, ByVal e As System.EventArgs) Handles Button1.Click

   Dim ws As New WebReference.WebServiceOneService

   Dim mystring As String = ws.OPERATION1(TextBox1.Text, TextBox2.Text)

   TextBox3.Text = mystring
   MessageBox.Show("web service call is done")

End Sub
Note the auto-complete capability   

Debug your program and type text into text box 1 and 2.  Click the Button1.  
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Notes the messagebox and the result of the web service in textbox3.

Now add the following bolded code to button2

Private Sub Button2_Click(ByVal sender As System.Object, ByVal e As System.EventArgs) Handles Button2.Click
        Dim ws As New WebReference.WebSericeOneService

        TextBox3.Text = ws.OPERATION2("", "")

    End Sub
Again debug your program and try Button2.
