The Proposion ADO.NET labs are installed in a virtual PC on the Building 20 Lab Machines, but the VPC is not configured correctly on those machines.  Here is how to fix it:

1.  Start the Virtual PC console from the desktop and scroll down to the VPC named “Windows Server 2003 Developer”.  Do not start the machine.
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2. With the “Windows Server 2003 Developer” VPC selected, press the Settings buttons.  In the Settings dialog, first change the name to “ADO.NET and ZN2N”.  (The name is not really important.) 
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3. In the Hard Disk 1 settings section, change the location of the Virtual Hard disk from this
C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Documents\Windows Server 2003 (with SQL)\Windows Server 2003.vhd

to this:

C:\Documents and Settings\All Users\Documents\N2N\Windows Server 2003.vhd
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4. Press OK to save your changes.   Now press Start to start the Virtual PC.

NOTES:  

The password for the Administrator account in the VPC is “pass@word1”.
The two .MHT files on the VPC’s desktop are outdated versions of the lab instructions.  Download the most current versions from http://www.msdomino.net/firstpage.nsf/ADO.
